Literacy                [image: image11.wmf]Literacy will be linked to other subjects as appropriate. The children will be taught phonics, reading, writing, speaking and listening. They will carry out some special work on Festivals, Ourselves, Poetry and Stories with familiar settings.
Numeracy

Children will build on their skills during Numeracy lessons. It is important that children can add, subtract and count forwards in their heads and use a number line. They will also work on handling data, calculating, measuring and understanding shape, counting and partitioning, securing number facts.
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Science
The children will learn about ‘Ourselves’ & Sound and Hearing. Children will take part in practical activities and investigations to learn about the above.
Information and Communication Technology
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The children will use computers to enhance their work in other areas of the curriculum. Packages such as Fresco, Young Explorer, Espresso, Textease and others will be used. We will also teach them how to use the internet. 

History/Geography

The children will find out about the history of Guy Fawkes and Bonfire Night and in Geography they will be making simple maps of the school and grounds.
Design and Technology

The children will design a clay pot for Diwali and make an instrument from recycled materials for sound and hearing. They will also make Christmas decorations.
Art

Children will explore using different mediums including clay, paint, (watercolours, poster paint) and pastels.
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Music and Drama
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Through Music and Drama they will have the opportunity to sing different songs, do music and movement and role play. We will follow the Music Express scheme.
Physical Education

The year 2s will go swimming with Elm Class. The rest will go in the Spring term. All children will do a mixture of multi-skills, dance and gym.
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Religious Education

In RE the children will think about Festivals and Celebrations and special events in their lives.
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Personal, Social and Health Education
The work in PSHE will cover social and emotional aspects of learning and will be linked to the themes; New Beginnings and Getting on and Falling Out.
