Literacy              
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In literacy, we will be looking at Narrative - Stories with familiar settings, instructions and poetry.  We will be looking at stories by Roald Dahl and Katie Morag with cross curricular links in addition to phonic work, group reading, word, spelling and grammar activities.
Numeracy

We will be using mental maths to develop different strategies.  This will include halving, doubling, practising quick recall of number facts, number patterns and sequences, handling data and measures and learning the 2 and 10 times tables.
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Science  
Children will learn how to keep healthy and the importance of safety when using electricity. They will explore and test electrical circuits, taking part in practical activities and investigations.    
Information and Communication Technology
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Children will control movements of a programmable toy, draft text on screen, edit work and save it to consolidate word processing skills.
History  
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 Children will learn about the importance of Remembrance Day.

We will be comparing two localities, understanding geographical features and mapwork when looking at living on an island home.
Design and Technology

The children will design and make a fruit salad.  They will also design and make Xmas cards and change 2d shapes to 3d shapes when making Xmas tree decorations. 
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Children will explore line, shape, colour and texture and consolidate work on primary and secondary colours.  They will use a variety of materials to create pattern and texture using symmetrical patterns in a cross curricular context.
Music 
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Children will use voices and instruments to combine long and short sounds to fit in with a steady beat and create sequences of long and short sounds.  They will also prepare for the Xmas production.
