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The main themes for this term in Foundation Stage will be ‘Our Bodies‘ and ‘Day and Night’. These themes will be taught through play-based learning in the classroom as well as in the outdoor environment. 
Communication Language & Literacy                         
[image: image2.wmf]The focus this term will be listening skills and responding to what they have heard. The children will start to learn about the sounds letters make through the Jolly Phonics scheme. They will enjoy an increasing range of books. In writing, your child will learn to hold their pencil correctly and form the letters in their name.
Problem Solving Reasoning & Numeracy
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Children will have lots of opportunities to count objects and actions in a range of contexts, up to 10 and beyond. They shall look at simple shapes and patterns in the environment. They will make a start at thinking about ways to solve simple Mathematical problems which occur in everyday routines.  
Knowledge & Understanding Of the World
[image: image4.wmf]The children will learn about their own bodies. They will be able to talk about differences and similarities between themselves now and when they were younger.  
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On computers, the children will begin to use the mouse and Interactive Whiteboard to support their learning.
The children will find out about the Gun powder plot and Remembrance Day.

The children will work collaboratively to investigate construction materials such as junk modelling, wooden blocks and larger scale e.g. chairs, benches, fabric. 
Creative Development
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Children will explore different tools and materials to make marks on large and small scales. 

 Children will listen to and participate in Nursery Rhymes and songs. They will be introduced to musical instruments.

Physical Development
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The main themes for this term’s PE will be starting and stopping on a signal, finding and using a space. The children will be introduced to the large apparatus.
Religious Education

Personal, Social & Emotional Development

They will learn to feel safe and secure in the school environment and begin to form friendships with others. They will get to know their Year 2 play partner. The children will help to create their own class rules.
